Tennessee proposes to issue an Individual NPDES Permit to Nuclear Fuel Services, Permit Number TN0002038, located at 1205 Banner Hill Road in Erwin, TN 37650, Unicoi County, Tennessee. The permit is to authorize wastewater from Fenton's process, laboratory facilities, laundry facility, fuel production facilities, commercial development line (CDL), miscellaneous, blended low enriched uranium preparation facility (BLEU/BPF), development laboratories and decommissioning activities through Outfall 001.

The hearing officer may limit the length of oral presentation in order to allow parties an opportunity to speak, and will require that all testimony be relevant to water quality issues.
